Check for hazards in the home.

* Fasten shelves secure]}r to walls.

* Place large or ]’IEEI.‘\.F].F G]:iiEEtS on lower shelves.

* Store breakable items such as bottled fom:ls, glass and chain in
1uw, closed cabinets with latches.

* Hang heav}r items such as pictures and mirrors away from beds,

couches, and an}rwl-lere Peuple sit.
* Brace overhead ]ig]ﬂ: fixtures.

e Repair defective electrical wiring and leaky gas connections. These

are pc}tantia] fire risks.
